COPD: Question



Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease
ü Leading causes: Smoking, Inhaled Toxins, Asthma
ü Adults diagnosed with chronic bronchitis in the past 

year: 9.3 million (3.8%). Total Number: 24 million.
ü Adults ever diagnosed with emphysema: 3.5 million
ü Annual ER Visits: 174,000
ü Annual deaths 135,432 (#3 overall cause)

Preventative Therapy
ü Smoking Cessation
ü Diligent airway clearance techniques
ü Pneumococcal immunization
ü LABA
ü Anticholinergics
ü Inhaled corticosteroids
ü Respiratory rehabilitation
ü … Azithromycin?
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COPD: Avoid Exacerbations



Controversy
Albert et al, NEJM 2011
ü PCDBRCT: 1500 randomized to Azithro vs Placebo
ü Median time to exacerbation: 266 vs 174 days
ü No cardiotoxicity noted

Ray et al, NEJM 2012
ü Observational study of 350,000 pts in Tennessee who 

took azithro for any reason
ü HR cardiac death 2.88… unlike amox (no increased HR)
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COPD: Abx for Prevention?



Synthesis
Ni et al, PLoS One 2015
ü Meta-Analysis of 1,666 pts
ü Weighted RR = 0.58, 95% CI: 0.43–0.78, P < 0.01
ü AE: OR = 1.55, 95%CI: 1.003–2.39, P = 0.049
ü “Our results suggest 6-12 months erythromycin or azithromycin 

therapy could effectively reduce the frequency of exacerbations in 
patients with COPD. However, Long-term treatment may bring 
increased adverse events and the emergence of macrolide-
resistance. A recommendation for the prophylactic use of macrolide 
therapy should weigh both the advantages and disadvantages.”

ü Mimics (CHF)
ü PCT endorsed

COPD: Abx for Treatment?
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Evidence of Benefit?
Reduced mortality among those admitted with severe
illness or ventilation
ü Respir Res 2007
ü Chest 2008
ü JAMA 2010
ü Cochrane 2012

COPD: Is This Bacterial?
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Evidence of Benefit?
No Benefit vs placebo among those admitted with mild –
moderate disease
ü Respir Res 2007
ü BMC Med 2008

Benefit of amox-clav in pts with 2-3 Cardinal Sx’s, not 0-1
ü Am J Resp Crit Care Med 2012

COPD: Is This Bacterial?



Common Presentations for ABECB
ü Cough
ü Fever
ü Chest Pain
ü Dyspnea
ü Increased Sputum Production
ü Increased Sputum Purulence
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“Cardinal Symptoms” 
suggesting a bacterial 
source

COPD: Is This Bacterial?



GOLD Recommendations
ü Abx if all 3 present
ü Abx if purulent sputum plus one other
ü Abx if admitted and ventilated

COPD: When to Treat with Abx?

Ambulatory
Amox-Clav 875mg PO BID or 500mg PO TID x 5 D
ü Amox 500mg PO TID x 3-14 D
ü Doxy 100mg PO BID x 3-14 D
ü Cefuroxime 500mg PO BID x 10 D
ü Azithro 500mg PO x 1 then 250mg PO QD x 4 D
ü LVX or MOXI x 5 days
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Admitted
Treat as for CAP

COPD: How to Treat with Abx?

�Despite clear evidence, guidelines, 
quality measures and more than 15 years 
of educational efforts stating the antibiotic 
prescribing rate should be zero, the 
antibiotic prescribing rate for acute 
bronchitis is around 70%” �

COPD Exacerbation: Common, and Painful

ü Source of confusion in clinic, ER, wards
ü Look for mimics and triggers
ü Abx benefits greatest in the very ill or those 

with 2 or 3 Cardinal Symptoms
ü Amox-Clav and Doxy your friends in 

ambulatory
ü CAP coverage usually appropriate when 

admitted
ü Avoid FQ’s when possible
ü Duration usually 5 days
